[bookmark: _GoBack]Moderate Intensity exercise a moderate level of activity noticeably increases your heart and breathing rate. You may sweat, but you are still able to carry on a conversation. You can talk, but you can't sing. Examples of activities that require moderate effort for most people include: Fast walking, walking uphill, and pushing a buggy, water aerobics, walking up a flight of stairs and gentle jogging.
